Textbook Scholarship Matrix

The Textbook Scholarship Matrix System is designed to promote dedication and participation to the Douglas L. Williams Alumni Chapter and its programs. The candidates must display outstanding service to their attending school(s) and communities but not limited to, National Honor Society, Boy/Girls Scouts of America, and Spirit Groups. Candidates must submit the application on or before March 31st of each calendar year. Include an official transcript with the application and all other requested documentation; as well as a 500 word essay utilizing one (1) of the two (2) topics selected by the Textbook Scholarship Committee.
The Matrix is made up of five (5) components as follow:
1. If applicant’s parent(s) are financial member(s) of the Douglas L. Williams Alumni Chapter for a minimum of two (2) years, the applicant will receive the maximum awarded points as listed. If applicant’s parents are not members of this chapter, the applicant will gain points from the remaining components of this Matrix System. - (Maximum of 20 points)
a. Each applicant must receive a letter of recommendation from a financial member of the DLW Chapter.
2. All applicants must fulfill a minimum of 50 hours community service(s) before the application deadline expiration date. (Maximum of 20 points).
3. Outstanding service such as Leadership Role to their schools and communities with sufficient documentation i.e., certificates or letters with official letter heads from school officials; or a financial member of the chapter may write a letter of accommodation for at a maximum of one (1) applicant.(Maximum of 20 points);
4. Grade point averages shall be calculated as follow: (Maximum of 20 points);
a. Pre AP or IB 4.0 to 5.0 (10 points);
b. 4.0 On Level (5 points);
c. 3.0 On Level but less than 4.0 (3 points); and 
d. 2.5 On Level or higher but less than 3.0 (2 points).              
Pre AP or IB courses carry more weight than on-level courses.  
 
5. 500 word essay will be graded as follow: (Maximum of 20 points);
a. Content	(5 points);
b. Clarity	(5 points);
c. Punctuation	(5 points); and
d. Grammar	(5 points).
